SUBJECT: FOR MODEL COP-50HL FOLLOW THIS PROCEDURE
FOR INSTALLING LOW BAND CRYSTALS AND
ADJUSTING LOW BAND OSC. COIL

TO INSTALL CRYSTALS:

1. Remove the five screws, one on the left and right side

of the unit and three on the rear panel.

Remove the cover by sliding it away from front panel.

Figure 1 shows the location of the crystal sockets.

. Insert the crystals into the sockets, and then using
the label provided, write in the respective frequencies.
Affix label to top of cabinet for easy reference.
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5. When using low band crystals in the range of 30 to
50 MHz, adjust slug in L-11 coil, 2 turns clockwise
to assure stability of oscillation.
